Waterproofed Coastal Guide for Recreation Operators in the Causeway Coast Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty
Introduction

There is a growing demand for water based recreation around Northern Ireland’s coast, particularly along the famous Causeway Coastal Route. At present tours and recreation provide little information on the various natural and built heritage features along the tour routes – specifically the area’s geology, biodiversity, wildlife, myths, landscapes, built and cultural heritage.
Background
The Causeway Coast and Glens Heritage Trust (CCGHT) promote access to and enjoyment of the area’s outstanding landscape and consider the landscape to include the spectacular seascape. In 2014/15 CCGHT hope to compile some helpful information for activity providers to use to enhance the quality, factual accuracy and customer enjoyment whilst off the coast of the Causeway Coast.
